PENTECOST SUNDAY 
 

A View from the Hill 
Dear Folks, 
The title of the book itself seems to issue a challenge: 1000 
Places to See Before You Die.  Patricia Schultzôs book 
offers her opinion and her experience of the thousand places 
throughout the world that one should really consider visiting.  
Some of them are traditional landmarks; many of them more 
obscure but fascinating sites.  I went through the book page-
by-page, and I am dismayed and hope that God gives me a 
longer life than my current 58 years: I havenôt visited 50 of 
the places. But then I read her preface, and realized, the 
book is not about how many places one sees, but an inner 
spirit that is cultivated. Schultz writes, ñMore important than 
packing a bag full of money, pack a bag full of patience and 
curiosity; allow yourselfïencourage yourselfïto be 
sidetracked and get lost. Thereôs no such thing as a bad trip, 
just good travel stories to tell back home... the more time you 
spend coming to understand the ways of others, the more 
youôll understand yourself.ò She ends by quoting Mark 
Twain: ñTwenty years from now youôll be more disappointed 
by the things you didnôt do than by the ones you did. Sail 
away from safe harbor.  Explore. Dream. Discover.ò 
 
Today, you heard two versions of the same story. The day of 
Pentecost, the moment when the Spirit is given to the 
disciples is told in the Acts of the Apostles, and in the Gospel 
of John. Each author has told the story in a different way; but 
the meaning is the same. Fearful, uncertain disciples are 
gathered together, and in one moment, they get it. The Spirit 
is given to them, their eyes are opened, they are no longer 
speechless, and they realize that Jesus is sending them on a 
journey.  They come to understand that the community of 
believersïthe Churchïis not a building or a place; it is a 
group of people who allow the Spirit to get them in the world 
and live the message of Jesus.  And since that time, year 
after year, the Spirit is given to us, not just at Pentecost, but 
every day.  And we are challenged to: Explore. Dream. 
Discover.
