Senior Citizens, have you heard?  There are now provisions 
that allow direct IRA transfers to charity.  If you are 70 ½ and 
own an IRA, you know you are required to take annual 
distributions from your retirement account.  A law exists that 
allows you to make a transfer directly from your IRA to a 
qualified charity.  This transfer will not show up as taxable 
income to you, as would a normal distribution.  Transfers can 
be for any amount up to $100,000.  This provision is due 
to expire on December 31, 2007. 
So, if you are due to receive mandatory distributions from 
your IRA this year, but donôt need all those funds, a direct 
transfer from your IRA to Annunciation Church might be a 
good way for you to provide the support you would normally 
give, while avoiding an increase in your taxable income from 
the required IRA distribution.
