From:  Why Does the Church Teach About Issues Affecting Public Policy ? 

9. The Churchôs obligation to participate in shaping the moral character of society is a requirement of our faith.  It is a basic 
part of the mission we have received from Jesus Christ, who offers a vision of life revealed to us in Sacred Scripture and 

Tradition.  To echo the teaching of the Second Vatican Council:  Christ, the Word made flesh, in showing us the Fatherôs love, 
also shows us what it truly means to be human (see Gaudium et Spes, no. 22).  Christôs love for us lets us see our human 
dignity in full c larity and compels us to love our neighbors as he has loved us.  Christ, the Teacher, shows us what is true and 

good; that is, what is in accord with our human nature as free, intelligent beings created in Godôs image and likeness and 
endowed by the Creator with dignity and rights.  

 
10. What faith teaches about the dignity of the human person and about the sacredness of every human life helps us see 

more clearly the same truths that also come to us through the gift of human reason.  At the center of these t ruths is respect 

for the dignity of every person.  This is the core of Catholic moral and social teaching.  Because we are people of both fait h 
and reason, it is appropriate and necessary for us to bring this essential truth about human life and dignity to  the public 

square.  We are called to practice Christôs commandment to ñlove one anotherò (Jn 13:34).  We are also called to promote 
the well-being of all, to share our blessings with those most in need, to defend marriage, and to protect the lives and dig nity 

of all, especially the weak, the vulnerable, the voiceless.  In his first encyclical letter, Deus Caritas Esţ Pope Benedict XVI 
explained that ñcharity must animate the entire lives of the lay faithful and therefore also their political activity, lived as ósocial
